	· As of February 22, we completed 5 steelhead redd surveys,
observing a total of 126 steelhead redds. Over 80% of the redds have been observed in the North Fork. Surveys will continue
through mid-April.
· On March 1, the adult trap in the upstream ladder at the CNFH
barrier weir began operation. During the first week we captured
a total of 9 wild rainbow trout / steelhead. If any hatchery
salmonids are trapped, they will not be passed into upper Battle
Creek. 
· Sampling for juvenile salmonids with rotary screw traps
continues seven days a week. One trap is at stream mile 2 and the
other trap is at stream mile 6.5 (upstream of Coleman NFH).

· Plans to install a new rotary screw trap on Battle Creek above the
confluence with the Coleman Powerhouse Tailrace (approx stream
mile 7.28) have been postponed.
