Manton Fire Safe Council Meeting Notes – June 26, 2007

Members discussed ideas for the next monthly educational flyer that will be sent to Manton residents.  It was suggested that the flyer advise that Cal Fire will begin “evaluating” properties in Manton to ensure that the property owners are adhering to the mandated 100’ clearance around homes. It was agreed that the flyer should include the Cal Fire inspection checklist along with suggestions of ways to improve fire defense during fire season.  The new Manton Battalion Chief, Kristy Bond, offered to send graphics for the flyer.

Sharon Paquin-Gilmore reported that Red Cross CFO, Tom Bourne, said that the Red Cross will provide a free CPR class to Manton residents.

Battalion Chief Kristy Bond reported that the Manton Cal Fire station has the pole for the new community siren.  Questions were raised regarding who will be responsible for activating the siren and when it should be used. Sharon Paquin-Gilmore said she would ask Manton “Mayor” Tom Carrier if he would assume that role.
Sharon Paquin-Gilmore reported that she told Tom McCubbins of the Tehama County Resource Conservation District that the Council will submit its (incomplete) Fire Safe Plan to him for inclusion in the larger Tehama East Fire Safe Plan.  It was suggested that the plan include a wish list of projects besides fuel break projects. Bill Poytress agreed to work on the plan and discuss it with Tom McCubbins.

Bill Poytress requested that Sharon Paquin-Gilmore contact Jeff Webster of Total Forestry to see if he will provide the remaining GIS files needed to complete the layers for the Manton Wildland Urban Interface (WUI) map.
